Results of the fifth international economic forum Kuban-2006

In 2006 forum Kuban, organized by the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade, the administration of the Presidential Plenipotentiary of Russia in the South Federal District, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Chamber of Trade and Industry of Russia and the Administration of the Krasnodar Region, reached the new quality level. 

President of Russia Vladimir Putin, Plenipotentiary of the President in the South Federal District Dmitry Kozak, Deputy Prime-Minister Alexander Zhukov, and Minister of Economic Development and Trade German Gref, almost all federal ministers, 43 governors, key figures of Russian business and representatives of world companies took part in the forum. 

Co-chairmen of the forum organizational committee, Mr. Gref and Mr. Kozak made statements that forum “Kuban” became the main investment forum of the country, the largest in Russia exposition of investment projects, and stressed that international commercial property exhibition in Cannes MIPIM currently remains the only real competitor of the forum in Sochi. 

Krasnodar Region alone represented at the forum 1400 investment projects for total worth of RR 1.6 trillion. Another 30 regions of Russia represented hundreds of projects as well. 

More than 4,400 people took part in the work of forum Kuban-2006 (in 2005 the number of participants totaled 2,700 people), including representatives of 53 regions of Russia, 14 foreign countries (the USA, Germany, SAR, Korea, Turkey, Egypt, Denmark, Cyprus and others). Ninety percent of the participants stated that they would come to Sochi again to forum Kuban-2007. 

Total area of the forum exposition area exceeded 15000 square meters. 

Exhibitions of the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Russia (20 projects of the Investment Fund of Russia), the South Federal District (11 regions), exhibitions of Moscow, Saint-Petersburg and another 10 constituent entities of Russian Federation, the “Kuban Investment Gallery” (48 administrative units), 60 largest enterprises of Kuban, as well as five sections of a special economic zone of tourist-recreational type, planned to be created on the territory of Krasnodar Region, were represented at it. 

The program of the forum included two plenary meetings, five conferences, 18 “round tables”, presentations of four RF constituent entities and 48 administrative units of Krasnodar Region, grand opening of the first line and laying of the second line of “Karusel” mountain-skiing tourist center, as well as a session of the investment commission for the selection of projects, pretending to obtain support at the expense of the Investment Fund of the Russian Federation. 

Decisions, extremely important for economy of the region and the whole South of Russia, were adopted at this session: the commission approved financing by the Investment Fund of the design estimates for the construction of 147 km long Krasnodar-Abinsk-Kabardinka motor road. Total cost of the road is estimated at RR 117 billion. The Russian Federation is to invest about RR 60 billion in the project. 

The other project that Krasnodar Region put up for the tender - the construction of a dry-cargo area of “Taman” seaport total worth of RR 47 billion, received a recommendation for financing within the framework of the federal target programs. This means that Krasnodar Region is to receive sound state investments in infrastructure facilities. 

At the next stage the region intends to obtain the financing for another five infrastructure projects from the Investment Fund of Russia. 

At Kuban-2006 forum Krasnodar Region managed to attract not only federal, but large-scale private investments as well – RR 140 billion within the framework of 128 agreements. 

Over three days of the work the head of the regional administration and his deputies signed 36 agreements worth of RR 63 billion, heads of branch departments and committees signed 33 agreements for amount of RR 34 billion and heads of municipalities signed 58 agreements for amount of RR 43 billion. These figures many times exceed the results of all four previous Kuban forums. 

The greatest amount of investments is to be allocated in the tourist and recreational sector (in construction of hotels and entertainment centers), the construction of industrial enterprises, fishery sector, in the development of agriculture and processing, in prospecting, production and refinery of oil, as well as housing and utilities economy of the region. 

An agreement about implementation of investment project “Construction of an Seaquarium” in Sochi was signed with Atex International SEZ from United Arab Emirates worth of RR 2.7 billion, another agreement was signed with Austria-based Performance Processing Services GmbH about the construction of a recreational complex with a balneary, a hotel and an entertainment center in Yeisk town worth of RR 200 million. 

Investment agreements were signed with Buhler-Russia LLC from Canada about the construction of “Buhler” tractor assembly plant in Gulkevichskiy District (RR 200 million), with Ukrainian corporation Industrial Union of Donbass about the construction of a steel-rolling plant in Armavir (RR 3.4 billion), with ABS-Kuban (Turkey) about the construction of a gypsum plant in Otradnenskiy District (RR 260 million). 

An unprecedented amount of investments is expected in housing and utilities sector. Agreements with Ecomt about the design and construction of a garbage-recycling plant in Krasnodar Region (RR 1.7 billion) and with Security House about the creation of a stable water-supply system for six administrative units in the northwestern part of Krasnodar Region worth of RR 13.6 billion were signed. 

Baltimor-Holding declared its intention to allocate some RR 550 million in the construction and reconstruction of a cattle-breeding complex in Kalinin District.  

An agreement about the construction of a modern facility for shipment of bunker fuel and other oil products, and a plant for marine fuel production in Temryuk District was reached with Transbunker (RR 2.7 billion), with the United Oil Group (a business subdivision of Bazovyi Element) about the reconstruction of the Afipskiy NPZ (oil refinery) (some RR 540 million), prospecting and development of new oil and gas deposits on the territory of the region was reached. 


Administrative units were also active at forum Kuban-2006 – they conducted high-quality presentations, increased the number of their investment projects and signed agreements ten times. Sochi, Anapa and Krasnodar became leaders on the number of agreements among cities and districts. 

Gelendzhik and Krasnodar managed to attract the greatest amount of investments (more than RR 7 billion and about RR 6 billion respectively), Sochi (RR 3.5 billion), Slavyanskiy, Severskiy and Korenovskiy Districts (from RR 2.2 billion to RR 2.5 billion each). 

The list of projects includes the reconstruction of the central part of Gelendzhik town, the construction of a sea-scape for 500 yachts and multifunctional complexes in Sochi, the construction of the Korenovsk Logistics Park, construction of plants for brick and reinforced concrete structures manufacturing in Severskiy District, a large fish-processing plant in Slavyanskiy District and many other projects. 

This result is extremely important, since the state policy of attracting investments is realized namely in municipalities and even in rural districts. 

The administration of Krasnodar Region plans to involve each of 350 rural settlements in this work, and to improve the quality of products in the regional “investment supermarket” and the degree of readiness of investment projects for the next forum ten times. 

The preparatory work for forum Kuban-2007 has already begun. Organizers of the forum clearly designated its objectives – in the next year all regions of Russia without exception must present their projects, representatives of foreign companies must total two-thirds of the international forum participants, and it is required to build a modern congress-center for conducting such summits in Sochi. 
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
